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1.	 Introduction

The EGF8 Grabber picks up bales on their strings, 
using hooks mounted on bars.

The low weight requirement for the Grabber allows for 
the use of a small loader.

Please read the manual carefully to become familiar 
with your new Norden Grabber. This manual has been 
developed through our experience with the equipment 
and feedback from our customers. Ultimately it is our 
desire that you will be operating your Grabber as a 
seasoned professional in no time!

1.1	 Intended Usage

Do not use this Grabber for any other purpose than 
its intended use of picking up bales that have been 
arranged into groups with an Accumulator, and moving 
them to wagons or storage facilities.

1.2	 Operator Orientation

The directions left, right, front, and rear, as mentioned 
throughout this manual, are as seen from the tractor 
operator’s seat and facing in the direction of travel.

NOTE: � The specific term “Grabber” will be referred 
to simply as “unit” throughout the rest of this 
manual.

1.3	 Serial Number Location

The Grabber’s serial number is located on the upper 
right corner of the Grabber Frame. Please use this 
number when requesting service, seeking information, 
or ordering parts. Record the serial number in the 
space provided for easy reference when contacting 
Norden Mfg LLC with questions.

2.1	 General

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2.4	 General Operating Safety

WARNING
Read And Understand Manual

designed for a specific application; DO NOT modify 
or use this unit for any application other than that 
for which it was designed. Units operated 
improperly or by untrained personnel can be 
dangerous! Inexperienced operators should 
receive instruction from someone familiar with the 
equipment before being allowed to operate the unit. 

Do Not Operate

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2.8	 Hydraulic Safety

WARNING
High-Pressure Fluid Hazard 
Hydraulic fluid escaping under pressure can 
penetrate the skin. Openings in the skin and 

minor cuts are susceptible to infection from 
hydraulic fluid. If injured by a concentrated high-
pressure stream of hydraulic fluid, seek medical 
attention immediately.

Repair any fittings, hoses, or other components where 
leakage is observed. Clean up any spilled hydraulic oil.

3. � Use care when washing or cleaning the 
equipment not to remove or damage the labels.  
When using a pressure washer to clean the 
unit, avoid spraying too close to decals; high-
pressure water can enter through very small 
scratches or under edges of decals causing 
them to peel or come off.

5. � Replacement parts must have replacement 
labels attached before the unit is used.

3.3	 How to Install Replacement Safety Signs

1.	 Clean and dry the installation area.

NOTE: � Do not install the signs if the temperature is 
below 50°F.

2.	 Determine the exact position before you remove 
the backing paper.

3.	 Remove the backing paper.

4.	 Align the sign over the specified area and carefully 
press the sign to the part/frame.

Note: � Small air pockets can be pierced with a pin and 
smoothed out using the piece of backing paper.

5.1	  User Safety Training

Refer to “2.4 General Operating Safety” on page 8 
for usr safety training requirements.

WARNING

sure the engine is stopped, the transmission is 
placed in park, the key is removed, and the parking 
brake is set.

The weight of the tractor, plus the 
implement, if it rolls onto a person, could 
cause serious crushing injury or death.

Crush Hazard 
The tractor should be equipped with a 
Roll Over Protective Structure (ROPS) 

and a seat belt. A crushing hazard could occur if 
the operator is ejected from the seat while the 
tractor is in motion. Fasten the seat belt whenever 
the tractor is moving.

Keep hands and clothing clear of moving 
parts. Do not clean, lubricate or adjust your 
equipment while it is moving.

5.2	  Tractor Requirements

Tractor Owner/Operator Manual	
Always refer to the tractor owner’s 
manual to ensure compatibility and 

maximum safety.

Refer to the tractor or skid loader Operator’s Manual to 
make sure the loader used has the power to lift the unit 
and bales. (1150 lbs.) 

Operating the equipment with a loader that does not 
meet the following requirements may cause tractor or 
implement damage and be a potential danger to the 
operator and passersby.

Always review the “controls” section of the tractor or 
skid loader operator’s manual to be familiar with the 
location, settings, and function of the controls. Be 
familiar with all controls before using this equipment.

Do not use an oversized tractor or loader. The EGF8 
Grabber is intended to be used on tractors up to 75 HP 
and other loaders rated up to 1800 lb. lift capacity.

5.2.1	 Equipment and Capabilities

•	 �Approved Roll-Over Protective Structure (ROPS) 
or ROPS cab and seat belt.

•	 �Tractor Safety Devices; Slow Moving Vehicle 
(SMV) emblem, lighting, PTO master shield.

•	 Universal quick-attach system on skid loader, or 
tractor front end loader with quick-attach adapter.

•	 �To reduce the risk of fire, do not use a tractor with 
an underframe exhaust.

5.2.2	 Tractor Safety Devices

If transporting the tractor and unit on a public roadway, 
the tractor must be equipped with proper warning 
lighting and a Slow Moving Vehicle (SMV) emblem 
which are clearly visible from the rear of the unit.

Maintain all manufacturer equipped safety shields and 
guards. Always replace shields and guards that were 
removed for access to connect, service, or repair the 
tractor or implement. Never operate the tractor PTO 
with the PTO master shield missing or in the raised 
position.
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5.2.3	 ROPS and Seat Belt

WARNING
Rollover Hazard	  
To avoid serious injury or death from 
falling off tractor, equipment runover, 

rollover, or crushing:

1.	 Use ROPS equipped tractor or skid loader.

2.	 Keep ROPS locked in the UP position.

3.	 Only operate the equipment when seated in the 
tractor seat.

4.	 Always fasten seat belt when operating the 
tractor.

5.	 Use caution when transporting over uneven 
terrain and slow down for turns.

The tractor or loader must be equipped with a Roll 
Over Protective Structure (ROPS) (cab or roll bar) and 
seat belt to protect the operator from falling off the 
tractor, especially during a roll-over where the driver 
could be crushed and killed. Only operate the tractor 
with the ROPS in the raised position and seat belt 
fastened.

5.3	  Pre-Operation Checklist 

Before each use of the unit, the following areas should 
be checked.

Checklist Before Each Use
 P Task

Make sure the unit is positively attached to the loader.  
Refer to “5.4 Attaching to Loader” on page 15.
Make sure that the tractor or loader tires are inflated 
properly and the lug nuts are tight.
Visually inspect the unit for any loose bolts, worn parts 
or cracked welds, and make necessary repairs.
Make sure all retainer clips and pins are in place.
Check all hydraulic hoses and connections for damage 
or evidence of leaks. Replace if needed.
Make sure the operating area is clear, especially of 
children and animals.

5.4	  Attaching to Loader

CAUTION
Pinch Point Hazard 
Use caution when connecting the unit to the 
loader. Keep hands and feet from under the 

equipment and clear of pinch points.

1.	 Attach the unit to a loader using the built-in skid 
steer brackets. 

2.	 Connect the hydraulic hoses to the desired ports. 

3.	 Operate the bale hooks throughout their range of 
travel several times to purge the air from the lines.

4.	 Check the hydraulic fluid reservoir and fill if 
necessary.

NOTICE
The unit does not have a hydraulic reservoir and therefore 
can deplete the tractor or skid loader’s oil reservoir during 
initial charging of the cylinder. After this initial setup, check 
the hydraulic oil reservoir and add oil as necessary.
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5.5	 Setup

WARNING

STOP

Roll Away Hazard 
Never leave equipment running 
unattended. When halting 

operation, even for a short time, set the tractor or 
skid loader brakes, shut off the engine and remove 
the ignition key.

SAFETY
INSTRUCTIONS

Be especially observant of the operating area 
and terrain – watch for loose fill, holes, rocks 
or other hidden hazards. Always inspect the 

area prior to operation.

Pick the most level route when transporting 
across fields. Avoid the edges of ditches or 
gullies and steep hillsides. Be extra careful 

when working on inclines.

Maneuver the tractor or skid loader at safe 
speeds.

Allow for unit length when making turns.

5.5.1	 Adjustable Crowd Bar

To accommodate different bale widths, the crowd 
bar has four position settings with a total range of 
adjustment of six inches.

1.	 To set the crowd bar for your bale width, remove 
the  1/2 x 3.5” bolts and flange nuts.

2.	 Slide the crowd bar in or out to the desired position, 
and align to the closest set of holes.

3.	 Default to the “0” position. Crowd Bar may have 
been set to the “-2” position for shipping.

4.	 Replace the bolts and lock nuts.

Default location is
second hole from 

the right.

5.6	 Field Operation
Angle into the bales and turn so the bales are 
simultaneously pushed forward and sideways.

1.	 Position the loader to pick up one row of four 
bales with the rear of the unit. Place the crowd bar 
against the right side of the row of bales and the 
unit frame against the rear. If necessary, push the 
row forward slightly to align the bales.
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2.	 Lower the unit onto the bales, engage the hooks, 
and lift the bales.

3.	 Move to the next row of four bales, position the 
crowd bar against the right side of the row of bales, 
lower the unit onto the bales, and release the bale 
hooks.

4.	 Move forward to push the bales together, lower the 
unit onto the bales, engage the hooks, and pick up 
the eight bale group. 

5.	 Move the bales to the desired location, lower and 
release the eight bale group.

5.7	  Detaching From Loader 

Use caution when disconnecting the unit from the 
loader. Keep hands and feet from under the equipment 
and clear of pinch points between the loader and unit.

WARNING
Crush Hazard	 
Do not allow anyone to stand between the 
loader and unit during hook-up operations.

1.	 Park the tractor or loader, place the transmission 
in park or neutral, apply the parking brake, shut 
down the engine, and remove the key. Wait for all 
motion to come to a complete stop before exiting 
the tractor.

2.	 Remove the stand retaining pin, rotate the stand to 
its deployed position, and re-install the pin.

3.	 Lower the unit to the ground or onto blocks. 

4.	 Disconnect the hydraulic couplers and detach the 
unit from the tractor or loader. Place the hoses 
on top of the unit, do not allow them to lay on the 
ground.

5.	 Board the tractor or loader and start the engine. 
Drive the tractor or loader away.
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6.	 Transporting

6.1	 General Safety
SAFETY
INSTRUCTIONS

Make sure the tractor or loader used is in good 
operating condition according to the OEM user’s 
manual.

When transporting the unit on the highway, 
make sure the tractor has a clearly visible 
“Slow Moving Vehicle” placard.

Make sure that the area is clear of children, 
animals, and other obstacles before moving 
the unit. This is particularly important with 

higher noise levels and quiet cabs, as you may not 
hear people shouting.

Do not allow anyone to ride on the tractor or 
the unit.

6.2	 Highway and Transport Operations
SAFETY
INSTRUCTIONS

•	 Always drive at a safe speed relative to 
conditions, and ensure that your speed is low 
enough for an emergency stop to be safe and 
secure. Keep speed to a minimum.

•	 Reduce speed prior to turns to avoid the risk of 
overturning.

•	 Always keep the tractor or loader in gear to 
provide engine braking when going downhill. 
Do not coast.

•	 Use approved accessory lighting, flags, or 
other necessary warning devices to protect 
operators of other vehicles on the highway 
during daylight and nighttime transport. 
Various safety lights and devices are available 
from your dealer.

SAFETY
INSTRUCTIONS

•	 Be a safe and courteous driver. Always yield 
to oncoming traffic in all situations, including 
narrow bridges, intersections, etc. Plan your 
route to avoid heavy traffic.

•	 Watch for overhead obstructions and side 
clearances while transporting.

•	 Always operate equipment in a position to 
provide maximum visibility at all times. Make 
allowances for increased length and weight of 
the equipment when making turns, stopping, 
etc.

6.3	 Pre-Transport Checklist

Before transporting, make sure the 
maintenance on the tractor or loader are 
current.
Check the tire pressures on the tractor or 
loader and correct if necessary.
Make sure the unit is securely attached to the 
tractor or loader. Always inspect the unit and 
the bracket for damage, abnormal wear, or 
excessive wear when hooking up.
Prior to transporting on a roadway, have an 
observer confirm that all running lights, brake 
lights, turn signals, and hazard lights are 
working.
Verify the brakes operate correctly.
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7.	 Storage

SAFETY
INSTRUCTIONS

Failure to comply with these safety instructions 
could result in injury or equipment damage.

Read and understand the Operator’s Manual 
and all safety signs before moving the unit.

Do not permit anyone, especially children to 
play on or around the stored unit.

Store the unit in an area away from human activity.

Do not store the unit where it will be exposed to 
livestock for long periods of time. Damage and 
livestock injury could result.

7.1	 Placing in Storage

1.	 Release all bales from the unit, and lower the bale 
hooks.

2.	 Thoroughly wash the unit with a pressure washer 
or water hose to remove all loose hay, dirt, mud, or 
debris.

3.	 Lubricate all grease points. Make sure all grease 
cavities have been filled with grease to displace 
any trapped water from washing.

4.	 Select an area that is dry, level, and free of debris 
(inside a building is ideal). Move the unit to its 
storage area. 

5.	 Remove the stand retaining pin, rotate the stand to 
its deployed position, and re-install the pin.

6.	 Lower the unit to the ground or onto blocks. 

7.	 Disconnect the hydraulic couplers and detach the 
unit from the tractor or loader.  Place the hoses 
on top of the unit, do not allow them to lay on the 
ground.

8.	 Touch up all paint nicks and scratches to prevent 
rusting.
